These pitch accents are important, but are difficult to memorize for all words. The
good news is, some words, such as “zubon (pants)” cannot be mistaken for other
words regardless of pitch. Let's practice words whose meanings change with pitch.

In Tagalog, accents
can change the meaning of words like asé (smoke) and aso (dog). Hanoi Vietnamese
has six tones, while Burmese has three.
