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For reading comprehension, read the question first, before you start reading the
text.

In reading comprehension questions, all you have to do is find the “answer” to the
question in the text.

The “answer” to a reading comprehension question is always in the text. Doesn't it
feel so easy all of a sudden, once you know that the answer is in the text?

Try to look for the keywords found in the wording of the question in the reading
comprehension text itself.

You can skip over the words you don’t understand as long as you understand what
the content is about as a whole, and you can often solve reading comprehension
problems.

When you are practicing reading comprehension questions, try to practice solving
the questions without looking up the unfamiliar words first.

First, I study vocabulary and kanji using Japanese flashcards. You can buy them
online, but I made my own cards. [ picked up vocabulary words from a textbook
called “JLPT Vocabulary Training to Learn by Ear” and wrote them on blank cards.
By writing them by hand, you can memorize them better. Since the cards are small,
you can study them repeatedly anywhere and anytime, which is very convenient.
Then I do my best so that I am able to read the kanji by just looking at it. If there is
a kanji I just can’t remember, [ check the reading and meaning one more time on the
back. This method is most recommended.
